The Jan Power’s Farmers Markets are primarily for farmers, makers, bakers 
and creators of specialists foods who have a personal connection with their 
products. These include farm grown fresh fruit and veg, artisan cheeses 
breads high quality meats, poultry, eggs, fish, flowers and plants. Specialty 
foods such as sauces, honey, jams, dips dried fruit & nuts, pasta, 
multicultural items, heritage and heirloom seeds wine  cakes, confectionery, marinades, dairy products, 
oils etc.  Beverages including tea, coffee, wine, juices, water and cordials and tastings all are on site. 
Plus pet foods, body products and household cleaners, interesting artistic items and special  domestic 
handcrafts may appear when space is available. New Businesses can promote their products and hand 
out cards etc. All considered carefully. 
Buskers welcome. Musicans please apply.   No highly amplified music.

If you are unable to ATTEND, tell us, so we can re-allocate your site. Please be advised that if 
notification of non-attendance is less that 48 hrs prior to market day you will be charged your applicable 
one week’s stall if you want to return. Running late on market day??? Please Call our mobile. Good 
communication is very important. Please keep a record of our phone numbers handy. 
Most markets trade from 6am to 12 noon. Traders to be on site 4- 5am and set up by 6am. You will be 
met at the front of the market and assigned your site - the lads in red caps will assist you. Dismantle 
your stall only after 11.30 am. If you have sold out prior, please place a “Sold Out” sign at your site so 
you can shop & swap with other traders before packing up. All traders must be off site by 1pm.

You are required to provide everything you need to set up. Because our markets have a reputation for 
being original, high quality, interesting colourful and stylish we expect you to design your display to 
contribute to this expectation. Such things as cloths to the ground, signs with trading name, your town, 
price boards, brochures, business cards, name tags, baskets, boxes, trays are VIP. Be aware of 
meeting all BCC Health requirements and bring certificates. We are always happy to help you  - just 
ask!! Inspectors will find you at some stage. Do you have flooring, washing facilities soap towels 
thermometers etc as well as your Temp Food Vendors Certificate? Call your local council if concerned. 
There are two types of Sites, (including your vehicle, or not). If your site does not include your vehicle 
then you must unload at your site and then park in the designated Traders & Market Staff parking area. 
This is also to be used if you have other vehicles associated with your stall. All other parking must be 
available for the Customers, they are very special people who provide your profit margin. 
Powered Sites are available for an extra $25, depending on what you need. Bring tested and tagged 
power leads ONLY. We hire a generator & power boxes for Markets. Some spare leads for hire from 
the Office Tent.

All clothing and footwear is to be clean & presentable. Country and folksy is fine. Semi-naked is not, 
and contravenes decency, dignity & workplace health & safety issues. We recommend clean shirts or 
aprons with business logo or name tag. Smoking is prohibited by Council in the food trading areas.

Traders are responsible for obtaining all necessary licenses and permits. All products offered for sale at 
the markets must comply with Local, State and Federal Standards governing weight, packaging, 
display and labelling.
